CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right kneecap pain, left knee pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right knee pain has been hurting her for the past three to four weeks and she used over-the-counter medication without much relief. The patient described the pain level as 5 or 6 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. The patient never fell down or injured her knees recently.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Unremarkable.

HEART: Unremarkable.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

Right knee examination reveals tenderness of the knee joint and there is no joint effusion. Weightbearing is most painful. There is no calf swelling or tenderness. The patient is able to ambulate with assistance.
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
