HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Megan is a 41-year-old woman, married, works from home, does sales. She has been pregnant twice, married 18 years. Two weeks ago, she had symptoms of urinary tract infection, Macrobid was called in for her. She took the Macrobid, was fine; after two days, this morning, the UTI symptoms have come back with some nausea, abdominal pain, pelvic pain, dysuria, blood in the urine. A urinalysis shows 3+ blood with 3+ leukocytes.

She is a breast cancer survivor. In 2019, she had triple receptor negative breast cancer status post mastectomy bilaterally, reconstruction, radiation and chemo. PET scan is coming up next month.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: ADHD and cancer.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She had reconstructive surgery on both breasts with tissue taken from her back and her abdominal wall and her legs. She is doing quite well with that. Status post cholecystectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Finished Macrodantin two weeks ago. She takes Adderall and some hormonal medication for her breast cancer.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN, but has had Rocephin and cephalosporins in the past.
FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension, high cholesterol. No breast cancer.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke. Does not drink. She works from home.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress. Not tachycardic.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 128 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 97. Respiratory rate 18. Pulse 92. Blood pressure 123/87.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. UTI.

2. Abnormal UA.

3. Bactrim DS.

4. Rocephin 1 g now.

5. PET scan in October.

6. Pyridium 200 mg p.r.n. for dysuria.

7. Lots of liquid.

8. Double voiding.

9. Empty bladder after six.

10. Avoid syrupy drinks.

11. Symptoms of pyelonephritis discussed with the patient, to come back if symptoms get worse.
