CC: Followup with UA and C&S.
HPI: The patient is a 77-year-old female, who had a UA with C&S obtained on 09/23/2025, she seemed lethargic and confused and irritable, which were all changes from her baseline. The UA returns positive for multi-organism UTI. Organisms are E. coli, Klebsiella aerogenes, Klebsiella pneumoniae and Proteus mirabilis and lab results indicate that fosfomycin 3 g p.o. x 1 dose would be adequate to treat all three organisms in the UTI. In ordering it, prior authorization is required, which would take a couple of days to get done, so had dropped down to an alternative, it would be Macrobid. I went in to see the patient this afternoon to talk to her about the UA results, she was sleeping soundly and I went back about an hour and a half later and she was in same position sleeping soundly and it was before dinner. I have asked staff to go in and check on her and get her up for dinner and after that then I will review the UA with her. Most likely, it would be more confusing to her than of benefit.
DIAGNOSES: Focal onset epilepsy, Parkinson’s disease, restless legs syndrome, hypertension, allergic rhinitis and menopausal vasomotor symptoms.
MEDICATIONS: Keppra 500 mg b.i.d., Sinemet ER 50/200 mg one tablet t.i.d., Miralax q.d., Mirapex 0.75 mg one tablet t.i.d., Micardis 40 mg q.d., and Norvasc 5 mg q.d.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly female who was sleeping soundly and shortly thereafter awake, just had a blank look on her face and it took a bit to get her out of bed and going to the dining room.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient can weight bear for transfers. She is nonambulatory, uses a manual wheelchair that she can propel using arms and feet, neck and truncal stability, tends to lie back in the wheelchair and slouch.
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NEURO: Orientation to self and Oklahoma. She makes eye contact and speaking, will knowledge when she does not know something. Her speech is clear. Affect, she is generally relaxed and in good spirits and able to give only limited information.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. UTI. Pathogens are E. coli, Proteus mirabilis and Klebsiella aerogenes and Klebsiella pneumoniae. We will treat with nitrofurantoin 100 mg q.12h. x 5 days.

2. Increased sleeping. We will wait till she has completed treatment for a UTI and then see whether there is a return to her baseline of being up and coming out for an occasional activity and for meals.
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
