HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: An 18-year-old young man comes in to see us because of two episodes where he got up in the middle of night with nausea, vomiting, abdominal cramping and it went away and at the time this morning, he felt full in his stomach and after a few minutes it went away. He has had no nausea, vomiting, weight loss, hematemesis, hematochezia, diarrhea or any other symptoms.
This is not related to anything he eats. He has had two episodes. His gallbladder was looked at last year. We looked at the gallbladder again and it was within normal limits.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: TRAMADOL.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Childhood immunizations are up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not drink. He does not smoke. He does not do drugs. He does not drink alcohol in secret and does not use THC. He just graduated. He is going to AC School to learn to become HVAC person. His father does the same thing.
FAMILY HISTORY: Significant for gallbladder disease.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 208 pounds, no change. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.9. Respirations 18. Pulse 75. Blood pressure 123/62.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal fullness.

2. Nausea and vomiting.

3. Possible gastritis.
4. Gallbladder disease ruled out.

5. H. pylori ordered.

6. If not improved, we will proceed with blood test and referral to specialist.

7. Rest of his ultrasounds are within normal limits last year.
8. Did not give him any Bentyl because his pain just comes and goes, I do not think it will him much.

9. We will add blood work to his regimen since he has not had one for years.

10. Recent history of COVID, resolved from last year.
11. He will let me know if things change or if no improvement.
