Dear Dr. Strom:

This is a followup for Becky with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in April.  Looks like MRI and MRCP was done.  Gallbladder stones without any obstruction or inflammatory changes.  Following a diet on purpose.  Few founds weight loss.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  No major edema.  Presently no abdominal pain, chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  She lives alone.  Husband died many years ago although daughter lives very close by two miles away.  She has done the predialysis classes.
Present Medications:  Minimal, takes nothing for blood pressure, potassium replacement however.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure was in the 146/80, needs to be checked at home.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.  Alert and oriented x4.
Labs:  Chemistries September, creatinine 2.5.  Present GFR 18 that will be stage IV almost V.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Albumin, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Anemia 12.2.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  Presently no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis and no indication for dialysis.  There are normal size kidneys without evidence of obstruction or urinary retention.  She has bilateral renal cysts, which appears simple with a component of either hemorrhage or protein on the cyst.  Already attended dialysis class.  She will do dialysis when the time comes.  Does not want to do PD, wants to do in-center.  We talk about AV fistula development explained in detail.  She is willing to proceed at least to talk to the surgeon.  Presently no EPO treatment.  Not need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate.  No phosphorus replacement.  Nutrition and calcium normal.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  We will see her in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
