This is a progress report on Merlin Shippey.

Mr. Shippey comes here for evaluation today. This 93-year-old male who has been a patient of mine for last 15 years. He has history of essential thrombocytosis. He has been on hydroxyurea for last 15 years. The patient also has history of coronary artery disease. He had a bypass years ago. He also has history of possible basal cell carcinoma of the scalp. He also has recurrent folliculitis of the scalp. The patient has been progressively going downhill. Recently after a fall he sustained several compression fractures and he is in lots of pain despite being on analgesics. In past he has taken Reclast that is Zometa IV infusion and he was relieved of his pain and that is the reason he is here.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As noted above coronary active disease status post bypass, history of congestive heart failure, and history of essential thrombocytosis. The patient has been on hydroxyurea.

History of recent fall and compression fracture and history of osteoporosis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 9 inches tall stooped up now, weight is 122 pounds, and blood pressure 110/80.

HEENT: Normocephalic. There is a lesion over the scalp looks like basal cell carcinoma.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Short tachycardia.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: Minimal edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of compression fracture.

2. History of osteoporosis.

3. History of essential thrombocytosis. The patient is on chemotherapy.

4. ASHD, coronary artery disease and status post bypass.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and check CBC and CMP. Give him Reclast 5 mg in 250 sodium chloride over two hours and see if that will help the pain and healing of the compression fracture.
