SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol, or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

Blood pressure is 159/76.

Pulse is 48.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.1.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis. No tenderness to palpation. He has normal bowel sounds.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

PLAN: In the clinic today, labs were done. Labs include CBC, CMP, PT, PTT, and INR.

EKG was done. EKG reveals sinus bradycardia. The patient is asymptomatic. He states he runs and walks every day.
