CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen for a followup, seen in freestanding ER few days ago, but still had otitis externa, given Floxin ear drops to place 10 drops in right ear daily four days ago, now with continued pain, slightly decreased, with blood noticed from discharge from the left ear yesterday, trace, without active bleeding.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of mild asthma.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Right external auditory canal occluded with cerumen, unable to visualize tympanic membrane. No evidence of bleeding. External auditory canal, no tenderness noted to external ear.
IMPRESSION: Right otitis externa with questionable bleeding, also impacted cerumen.
PLAN: Suggested irrigation in view of the occlusion of ear canal, but the patient was told not to get water in her ears and declined irritation, was advised to continue drops presently taking, to follow up with pediatrician next week. Advised referral to ENT for further evaluation including removal of wax and verification of normal ear with history of bleeding and pain and possible otitis externa secondary to occluded cerumen.
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
