The patient is seen for followup of injuries. He states he continues with occasional flare-ups of pain in neck and back, worse lying down and when driving and sitting.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Cleared by cardiologist to have neck surgery placing disc at C5-C6 levels in the near future, also to have a stent in proximal femoral artery with possible bypass.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: 1+ tenderness posterior neck, increased in the lower aspect with slight paracervical tenderness with full range of motion. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: 1+ tenderness LS junction with painful range of motion. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup neck and back injuries.
PLAN: To follow up with cardiologist for above care. To follow up with orthopedist for considered neck surgery, replacement of two discs. To be seen here in one month to monitor progress.
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
