MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 156/83.

Pulse is 74.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.0.

Oral Exam: Multiple cavities (the patient stated that she had a recent tooth work done and the dentist informed her she had some puss around the tooth so she started on clindamycin). She indicated that she must go back for what the dentist described as a root canal and some more cleaning on multiple cavitated tooth.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No adventitious sounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with murmurs.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Candida prophylaxis.
2. Heart murmur.
3. Dental procedure prophylaxis from infected endocarditis.
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PLAN: The patient is currently on clindamycin. She was advised to continue the clindamycin for her current tooth infection and when she is ready to have for root canal she must come for me to prescribe some medication she should take before and after the procedure. She said she understand and will comply. Today, she was given Diflucan 150 mg take one daily this is an eventually develops a yeast infection while taking clindamycin. She is also diabetic and is prone to yeast infection.
