HISTORY: This is a 54-year-old gentleman here with vertigo. The patient stated that he recalled several weeks or so ago where he had a severe episode and stated that today’s episode is not as bad. He states he was taking meclizine and stopped and was working outside when he started having another episode and after taking meclizine, he improved, but he indicated that this time his vertigo came with fullness in his ears and decreased hearing in his left ear.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 124/80.

Pulse 89.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.
HEENT: Normal.

EARS: Left ear is impacted with cerumen, could not appreciate the status of the tympanic membrane.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
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ABDOMEN: Morbidly obese abdomen, distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal. Hallpike sign was negative.

The patient was given a consultation for MRI of his brain. We have called the MRI Center and they stated that he can stop by, they will try and get him done today. The patient was advised to return as soon as he has that study done. He was sent home with meclizine. I increased his meclizine to 50 mg daily.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
