CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: Chest discomfort.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 71-year-old male with history of chest discomfort which he reports experienced approximately two years earlier. The discomfort/pain initially resolved, but had been recurrent. The symptoms are nonradiating. He has had no nausea, vomiting, or palpitations.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Gastroesophageal reflux disease.

3. Spinal stenosis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Colonoscopy.

2. Cervical surgery in 2022.

3. Lumbar surgery.

4. Right inguinal herniorrhaphy x2.

5. Right knee surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Famotidine 20 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN, anaphylaxis.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports history of cigarette smoking and alcohol use, but no drug use. He is originally from Egypt.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had some weight gain.

HEENT: He wears glasses. Oral Cavity: Significant for bleeding gums and dentures.

Respiratory: He has had nonproductive cough.

Gastrointestinal: He has heartburn and belching.

Musculoskeletal: He has bilateral arm and leg pain.

Psychiatric: He has emotional lability.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 102/61, pulse 76, respiratory rate 16, height 74 inches, and weight 139.6 pounds.

The remainder of the exam is unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 70 bpm. There is nonspecific ST elevation, otherwise ECG unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:

1. Chest pain, unclear etiology.

2. History of tobaccoism.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

4. Weight loss.

5. History of pulmonary nodules.

PLAN: Echo. Consider stress test.
