HISTORY: This is a 58-year-old gentleman here with abdominal pain.

The patient states that pain has been going on for approximately a week or two. His chest pain is located in the right flank, flank region, and the right periumbilical region. Described pain as sharp-rated pain 6/10 worse with lateral motion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 138/83.
Pulse 97.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 97.9.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate rhythm with no murmur. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Tenderness in the right flank and in right periumblical region. No rebound. No guarding. No organomegaly. Normal bowel sounds.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Polycystic kidney.
2. Abdominal pain.
3. Flank pain.

PLAN: Ultrasound was done today. Ultrasound was confirmed polycystic kidney with one cyst on right appears to be infectious. However, the patient is afebrile. Denies myalgia. Denies vomiting or diarrhea. He states he is eating and drinking well.

(The patient request x-ray of his abdomen because he states when he had appendicitis repaired sometime in 2004 or 2014, he think they may have left some staples in them.
X-ray was done. X-ray reveals some objects in his abdomen. He has a neurostimulator that could be for the neurostimulator versus foreign body. He was advised to consult with the surgeon who performed his appendectomy to discuss these findings. He states he understands and will comply.
The patient was sent home with the following medications:
1. Levaquin 500 mg one p.o. daily for five days #5.

2. Mobic 15 mg one p.o. daily for 14 years #14.

3. Allopurinol 300 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

In the clinic today, the patient received the following injections: Rocephin 1 g IM he was observed in the clinic for approximately 15 to 20 minutes then reevaluated he reports no side effects from the medication. Urinalysis was done also, urinalysis reveal negative nitrites, negative leukocyte esterase, negative blood, negative ketones, negative bilrubin, and negative glucose. The patient was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states she has none.
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
