DICTATION STARTS ABRUPTLY

The patient’s previous medical issues include no cancer, but migraine headaches, history of abnormal EKG, chest pain, breast mass that was biopsied and was negative a few years ago, history of PTSD, chronic pain, headache, neck pain, spinal stenosis, osteoporosis, DJD, hyperparathyroidism, and history of H. pylori.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes cholecystectomy and breast biopsy.

RECENT HOSPITALIZATION: None.

MEDICATIONS: Losartan 100 mg a day, metoprolol 50 mg a day, Topamax 50 mg a day, diclofenac gel, Carafate 1 g four times a day as needed, but she is not taking on a regular basis, B12 vitamin replacement, Elavil 25 mg a day, Prilosec 40 mg a day, and albuterol inhaler two puffs four times a day.

ALLERGIES: VICODIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Both flu and COVID are up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for hypertension and arthritis. She cannot recall any malignancies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient currently lives with her son. She does not smoke. She does not drink. She used to be a caretaker and cleaned homes she tells me.

The patient used to be a smoker. Does not smoke at this time. Did not use alcohol heavily in the past.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/92, pulse 92, respirations 18, afebrile, and O2 sats 94% on room air.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Distended, cannot rule out a mass in the upper abdomen.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

LOWER EXTREMITIES: No edema. There is evidence of muscle wasting present of the lower extremity.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 70-year-old woman with hypertension, migraine headaches, is under evaluation for possibility of abdominal mass. I am awaiting further evaluation regarding her abdominal mass. The patient is scheduled for CT scan; she tells me it is to see if it is cancerous or not. She gets her care at Harris Methodist and we will await evaluation by Harris Methodist’s folks and we will reassess her condition after those evaluations are done.
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
