HISTORY: This is a 32-year-old female here to establish primary care. The patient indicated that she is currently 21 weeks’ gestation and does not have her primary care provider. She is here to establish primary care provider and requesting consultation to specific specialists because of her high-risk pregnancy. She states she has a history of tetralogy of Fallot and has had many surgeries including bypass and multiple catheterizations and she was advised that these specialties are needed in order to manage her pregnancy.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Tetralogy of Fallot status post multiple surgeries.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Cardiac cath.

2. Bypass.

3. Open heart surgeries #6.
4. 17 heart catheters.
MEDICATIONS: Zofran, metoclopramide and enoxaparin.

FAMILY HISTORY: Asthma and bleeding disorder.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented. The patient is G3P2.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Harsh systolic murmur heard diffusely on the left sternal border.

ABDOMEN: The patient’s abdomen is gravid consistent with 21 weeks’ gestation. The patient reports active fetal movements.
EXTREMITIES: No edema. No erythema. Full range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. 21 weeks’ gestation.

2. High-risk pregnancy.

PLAN: The patient was given referral to a pulmonologist and a referral to a pediatric cardiologist.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
