HISTORY: This is a 6-year-old child accompanied by her father here with fever. Father states that she has had very high fever at home he said it was 105. He gave Tylenol, which helped and brought her in because shortly after she was given Tylenol he states fever came right back. He states child activities are same and she is eating and drinking well, but is concerned about the fever.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

Father indicated that symptoms started yesterday.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert, oriented, and very playful interactive. She is running back and forth with her brother in the room with no distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 122/75.
Pulse.124.
Respirations 20.

Temperature 97.5.

THROAT: Erythematous and edematous. Uvula tonsils and pharynx. No exudates. Uvula is midline and mobile.
NOSE: Clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates. Nasal congested.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Flu A.
2. Fever.
3. Rhinitis.
PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient had a following tests flu, strep and COVID. Strep and COVID were negative. Flu A was positive. Father and I discussed the patient’s findings and the need for medications and how we should give the medication, encouraged to increase fluids to control fever with Tylenol and Motrin. He states he understands and will comply. The patient was sent home with the following medications:
1. Tamiflu 6/1 mL, he will give 60 mg p.o. b.i.d. for five days #100 mL.

2. Motrin 100/5 mL he gets two teaspoons p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain and fever.

Advised to increase fluids to come back to the clinic if worse.
