HISTORY: This is a 2-year-old child accompanied by mother here with fever. Mother stated this has been going on for approximately three days. She stated she brought child in because she has been pulling on her ears and appears to be having pain in her throat. She stated the child has decreased appetite, but denies vomiting. Denies diarrhea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies exposure to secondhand smoke.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient’s vaccinations are up-to-date. Mother states the patient is not having diarrhea, not having vomiting. She reports runny nose. She reports nasal congestion. She reports cough.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child is alert, fussy. Moist mucous membranes.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 109/71.

Pulse is 153.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

HEENT: Nose: Congested with clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates. Throat: Erythematous and edematous tonsils, pharynx, and uvula. No exudates. Uvula is midline and mobile. Ears: Right ear has erythematous TM with effusion, dull to light reflex. No mastoid tenderness. No tragal tug. No erythema of the external ear canal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs. No palpable or tender nodes.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obese infant.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Otitis media.
2. Acute rhinitis.
3. Acute pharyngitis.
PLAN: The following tests were done today in the clinic: strep negative, flu negative, COVID negative, and RSV negative. The patient was sent home with the following medication: Amoxicillin 200 mg/5 mL, 5 mL p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days, #150 mL. Mother has indicated that she has Tylenol and Motrin at home and does not need any more. She was advised to use those two alternatively for fever, to increase fluid; she was encouraged to buy Pedialyte. She states she understands and will comply.
