Ms. Canabal is a 77-year-old woman with recent history of abdominal pain. She was treated for diverticulitis with Cipro and Flagyl. The patient recently saw her OB/GYN doctor who told her that she needed a blood test. Her blood test showed a white count of 12,000. Chemistry within normal limits. She was told to continue with the antibiotics; if not any better till this week, to proceed with a CT of the abdomen to look for diverticular abscess.
She calls me today. She states that she is not having any nausea or vomiting, but the pain still continues. She is not having any diarrhea. She is eating better, but she is quite concerned about the diverticular abscess. For this reason, the patient was referred to Houston MRI & Diagnostic and a CT with oral contrast was ordered that is how she gets her CT because she cannot take IV contrast and we are looking for possible abscesses.

The patient subsequently will go home and a copy will be sent to the OB/GYN and this will be discussed with the patient as well. The patient’s visit today took place over the phone, no charges were made. This note is done for the purpose of documentation and placement of the patient’s CT results in the chart.
