CC: Lab review.
HPI: The patient is an 89-year-old female, with severe Alzheimer’s disease. She was seen in the dining room, she was sitting awaiting dinner to be served. She was in very good spirits. She recognized familiarity with me, but did not know who I was or what I was to her. I then saw her today and she was asking me what I do after work and I told her that tonight I would be going to Pilates. She was very excited and stated that she wanted to do Pilates and asked if they could teach it here. I told her that I would suggest it to whoever does activities for them and she then told me that she wanted to see what I do in Pilates and I told her that there is a chair Pilates and I just showed her a couple of things and then I told her again not to try it on her own, but we will see if anything can be done for those interested. She is verbal. Her speech is generally clear, but the content is random and she seems completely unaware of what was said to her what is going on around her that she takes it all in stride in a good mood. She has not had any big arguments or tussles with any of the other residents and I am told that she is generally cooperative taking her medications and allowing personal care.
DIAGNOSES: Severe Alzheimer’s disease, BPSD of agitation and care resistance at times, major depressive disorder, HLD, insomnia, PVD, history of bladder cancer with urostomy and B12 deficiency.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 09/01/2025 note.
DIET: Regular.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. BMP review. Hypocalcemia at 8.7. The patient will be started on calcium carbonate 500 mg b.i.d.

2. Hypernatremia. Sodium is 146 is just up one point. Her BUN indicates adequate hydration. For now, we will just monitor at home. Remainder it is actually her CMP that were reviewing is WNL with no concerns about the remainder of the lab.
