HPI: An 85-year-old female with severe Alzheimer’s disease was seen in activity. She tends to sit away from the group and just kind of observed, but it is evident that she does not understand what is going on. Staff tells me that the patient does not ever directly interact during the group activity as it seems to be over stimulating and agitating for her. She will sit separate from the group watching what is going on and even then at times she will yell or disrupt if there is a singer or someone playing an instrument and has to be redirected. The patient had a low-dose Ativan 0.25 mg that she could take q.6h. p.r.n. recently she has been seen by PsychPlus at the request of the DON and they started BuSpar 5 mg one tab b.i.d. and discontinued the p.r.n. Ativan. The patient now has taken this medication approximately one week. I spoke to her husband about this, he is aware and he asked me what I thought and I told him that this is the first time I am hearing of the medication being prescribed. He was taken back by that and assumed that I knew about it had been informed about it before decision was made. The order for it was written 09/23/2025 so hopefully she has been on it at least a week to 10 days. I told him that I had seen it used with other the patients who had a good response, others can have limited response, but we need to go ahead and give it a try. He was pleased with that and is agreeable. The patient currently does have a sitter that comes in Monday through Friday from 10.00 to 11:30 so was with her into the free time then into lunch and then the suggestion was also that may be having sit her from 1.00 to 4.00 p.m. I did not approach that with the husband today, however. So, we will await and see what the patient’s responses to the BuSpar and go from there
