The patient was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. This will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient currently is in her 7th benefit period starting 08/01/2025 to 09/29/2025.
This is a 78-year-old woman on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. The patient is on oxygen at all times now at least 3 liters; with 3 liters of oxygen, her O2 saturation runs at 91-94%. She uses her nebulizer at least four times a day, belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV with shortness of breath at all times. 2+ edema has been norm for this woman. She also has low ejection fraction, hypertension, peripheral vascular disease, PVD, rheumatoid arthritis, chronic pain, and obesity. Caretaker states that she complains of shortness of breath at all times. She is not eating as much; appetite diminished to 30-40% now. Her L-MAC is 23 cm. Weight loss is unavoidable. The patient is oriented to person and time; this is most likely related to her chronic hypoxemia. Eating about 25 to 30% of her meals. Her daughter continues to be her primary caregiver and sees about her needs on a regular basis. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
