Mr. Wincher is an 82-year-old gentleman, a lumber yard worker, single, from Houston. No children. He has been living with family for the past few years. He has a diagnosis of Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient is only oriented to person. He is very confused. He is now being placed in a home because he is no longer able to care for himself and the family is no longer to care for him. He has become bowel and d bladder incontinent, requires help with all ADL. His MAC is 26.5 cm. O2 sats 98%, blood pressure 120/90, pulse 92, and respirations 18. The patient was a heavy smoker at one time, he is not smoking at this time. He is very short of breath at rest and with activity. He has lost weight. He eats very little. He is weak. He has a high risk of fall. He has shortness of breath and has continued to decline to the point that the family is no longer able to care for him.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: As above.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Rhonchi and rales.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

LOWER EXTREMITIES: Muscle wasting with 1+ edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: An 82-year-old gentleman with worsening Alzheimer’s dementia. No longer able to be cared for by his family. He had to be placed in a group home since he has no kids and has not married. He has a high risk of fall. He is short of breath. Most likely, he has a history of COPD with tobacco abuse in the past. He has lost weight, eats very little, bowel and bladder incontinent, confused, sundowner syndrome most nights. The patient demonstrates signs or symptoms of end-stage Alzheimer’s dementia with worsening symptoms as was noted above.
