Dear Dr. Gardner:

This is a followup for Tammie with advanced renal failure, hypertension and small kidneys.  Last visit in April.  Going through divorce stressful situation.  Was suffer aggression from wife.  Weight and appetite stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea.  Some nocturia.  No incontinence.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No gross edema.  There is a spur at the base of his left heel to follow with orthopedic.  No antiinflammatory agents.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Takes no blood pressure medicine.
Physical Exam:  Present weight is stable 150 and blood pressure 128/83 by nurse.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No abdominal ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries October, creatinine 2.7 baseline is around 2.3-2.6.  Question if this is a true change.  He is doing monthly blood test.  Normal sodium.  Upper potassium.  Normal acid base.  GFR 26.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV question progression, not symptomatic, hypertension and small kidneys.  No need to change diet for potassium or bicarbonate replacement.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Nutrition and calcium normal.  No anemia.  No EPO treatment.  Needs to check blood pressure at home.  Presently no treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  We start dialysis for GFR less than 15 and symptomatic.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
