CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for work-related injury resulting in the left wrist and left forearm pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his father for interpretation and the patient stated that the wrist pain is none for the last 48 hours and he is willing to go back to work. The patient has undergone physical therapy and his improvement was significant.
Also the patient stated that there is no more pain in the left forearm and he is able to do all his activities of daily living. The patient has carried boxes up to 20-25 pounds at home without any pain or discomfort.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, acid reflux, change in the bowel habits or stool color.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Unremarkable.

HEART: Unremarkable.
Left wrist examination reveals no tenderness of the soft tissues of the wrist and handgrips are bilaterally equal without any tenderness.

Left wrist forearm examination reveals no significant tenderness and range of movement of the elbow is unremarkable and he has chronic scar on the left forearm not related to current injury.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his family and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding. The patient will be released to work starting tomorrow.
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
