HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 45-year-old woman, comes in today with severe right-sided flank pain, nausea, no vomiting and dysuria.
The patient has had history of urinary tract infection before in August. This was the last time she had one. This particular urinary tract infection has been going on now for five days.

The patient was found to be tachycardic with a pulse of 99, temperature 97.9, O2 sat was stable, blood pressure was 91/58, but does not appear to be septic.

She has had nausea. No vomiting. No hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion.

The patient is on Lipitor 40 mg once a day.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation.
MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 40 mg.
ALLERGIES: None.
MAINTENANCE EXAMINATION: Mammogram in 2024. Colonoscopy in 2020. She has had a CT from the emergency room recently.

FAMILY HISTORY: She has a history of no kidney cancer. Positive kidney stone. No hypertension or diabetes reported.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink. She is married. She has been pregnant eight times. She is a cook at a gas station. Her last period was on 10/05/2025; denies pregnancy, of course.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 156 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 97.5. Respiratory rate 20. Pulse 99. Blood pressure 91/58.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Right-sided flank pain noted.
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Abdominal ultrasound reveals the stone within the kidney on the right side. No hydro noted.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. UTI.
2. Nausea.
3. Cannot rule out kidney stone.

4. CT needed.
5. The patient does not want to go to the emergency room.
6. She received Toradol 60 mg, Rocephin 1 g.

7. If she starts having nausea, vomiting, or worsening symptoms, she will go to the emergency room now.

8. Blood pressure is slightly down, but it was the same thing when she was here in August.

9. Does not appear to be septic.

10. Zofran 8 mg #10 given.

11. Cipro 500 mg #14.

12. Toradol 10 mg #10 given.

13. Come back in 24 hours.

14. Even if she decides not to go to the emergency room, she needs to call this afternoon and give me a report.
15. Rocephin 1 g and Toradol 60 mg given now before discharge.
