SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Ana is a 52-year-old female who has been in treatment for attention deficit hyperactive disorder. She has been living in apartment. She is living at 28388 Queens Court, Warren MI. She described medication has been helping. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. I explained to her the risk and benefit of the medication. She is on Adderall 20 mg tablet. I further discussed the role of the medication she understands and she described that if she does not take medication her attention span goes away and she gets distracted and not able to organize herself in day-to-day activities. She denies any depression, anxiety, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. The patient was also encouraged not to use any other drugs including marijuana and cocaine to which she agreed.

ASSESSMENT: Attention deficit disorder.

PLAN: Continue with the Adderall 20 mg daily. A 30-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
