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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he was doing Boot Camp in 2002. The patient tells me that he was standing near his rake.  The patient was standing for attention.  The patient tells he suddenly passed out and fell to the ground and hit the head.  The patient tells me that he woke up after few minutes.  The patient was told to go see doctors for treatment.  The patient tells me that he was treated for head injury.  The patient tells me that he does not know the reason he passed out so suddenly.

The patient tells me since the event, the patient has migraine, tinnitus, short-term memory issues, speech difficulty, hearing problems, and light sensitivity.  The patient has difficulty with concentration and mood swings.  The patient tells me he has lack of empathy and inappropriate behaviors.  The patient tells me that he is easily upset.

The patient tells me that these symptoms are affecting his job.  The patient tells me that he is a design electrician.  The patient tells me that his headaches were affecting his job.  The patient tells me that his light sensitivity is affecting his job.  The patient is having difficulty remembering hard task duties.  The patient tells me that he is seeing a therapist for mental health right now.

It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  The patient fainted when he was fainted in 2002, when he was standing near his rake.  He described that near his bunk bed, the patient was standing and suddenly passed out and fell to the ground.  It is my opinion that this sudden loss of consciousness was not caused by traumatic brain injury.  It is my medical opinion that this loss of consciousness was not severe enough to cause head injury.  It is my opinion that the patient has underlying mental health issues causing his lack of empathy, moods swings, inappropriate behavior, and easily upset.  It is my opinion that his underlying mental health issues causing his difficulty to concentrate and focus.  I do not believe that his current symptoms are consistent with traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that his current symptoms are not consistent with traumatic brain injury.
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
