This is a 66-year-old gentleman, originally from Bay City born and raised. He used to be a heavy smoker and drinker. He does not do much either at this time. He is a truck driver. He has been married 27 years, has no children.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No hypertension, diabetes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had hernia surgery both on his back and abdominal hernia.

HOSPITALIZATION: Last hospitalization two years ago for his hernia operation.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No weight loss. No nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. He has low back pain and pain at the incision where the hernia surgery took place. The patient was disabled in 1985 because of his back surgery, told he would never work again, but he worked 27 more years as a truck driver on his own truck.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 143/88, pulse 69, MAC 27.5, O2 saturation 97%, and temperature 98.6.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 66-year-old gentleman with no high blood pressure, no diabetes and no long-standing medical problems. His biggest problem is his back pain and pain at the site of his hernia surgery.

I explained to the patient that he needs to see a pain specialist ASAP for possible injection and repeat CT of his abdomen to make sure that there is no foreign body left in the abdomen, and there are no other issues or problems with his hernia surgery or any recurrency of his surgery. No pain medications were offered today for his pain till he sees a specialist and he follows up with his primary care physician.
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
