CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 56-year-old African American female referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient reports chest pain, which had been present since she was a child. She stated that pain has not changed over the years. She is unable to describe pain. However, she reports that pain is sometimes improved with taking a deep breath. There is no component of exertion.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes a Bartholin cyst.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Melatonin 3 mg one h.s.

2. Vitamin A one daily.

ALLERGIES: IODINE.
FAMILY HISTORY: A son had Kawasaki’s disease.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a smoker; she smokes a pack of cigarettes every 48 hours. She notes marijuana use daily. She notes alcohol use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had no fever or chills. No nausea, vomiting, or weight loss.

Review of systems otherwise is essentially unremarkable except for insomnia and heat intolerance.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 121/70, pulse 79, respiratory rate 18, height 60.5 inches, and weight 111.4 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates a sinus rhythm of 79 bpm. There is left ventricular hypertrophy. Nonspecific ST/T-wave changes noted.

IMPRESSION: A 56-year-old female with long-standing history of chest pain. She reports symptoms of:

1. Anxiety.

2. Chronic chest pain.
Her chest pain is unlikely to be ischemic in nature. However, she has a son with Kawasaki’s disease and I wonder if she may be a carrier or have Kawasaki’s disease as well. We will perform echocardiogram and consideration for coronary CT angiogram with FFR. No additional workup at this time.
