This is a 43-year-old woman currently in hospice with history of congestive heart failure. She also has a history of COPD, obesity, sleep apnea, and respiratory failure. The patient’s current medication includes Entresto 87/103 mg, atorvastatin 40 mg one tablet a day, furosemide 40 mg one tablet a day, isosorbide 40 mg one tablet twice a day, amlodipine 5 mg a day, Zebeta 5 mg a day, and metformin 500 mg twice a day. The patient tells me that she is short of breath at all times. She most likely belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV with shortness of breath at all times. She uses her nebulizer at least four to six times a day. She also has CPAP that she uses at nighttime. She has swelling in the lower extremity 2+.

The patient only had two C-sections as far as her surgeries are concerned. She is originally from Dallas. She has a 15-year-old child that she lives with and she used to do home health and nursing home. Unfortunately, Patsy is a smoker and continues to smoke. The patient is having increased shortness of breath but no discolored sputum. She has taken steroids many times in the past but this time she has not been placed on steroid and antibiotic because the Medical Director felt like patient shortness of breath lighter to exacerbation of her CHF with low ejection fraction. She sleeps on four to five pillows a day because of her shortness of breath and her orthopnea. We had a long discussion about her smoking. The patient had a blood pressure of _____, respiration is 22, O2 saturation was 96% with pulse of 110. Her MAC was 36.6. Her blood pressure actually changed to 182/103 because she has not taking her medication yet she states. She said every time she get up and walk around she get very short of breath. Overall prognosis remains poor. She most likely has less than six months to live.

The patient is on Lantus 20 units at bedtime for her diabetes and has severe pain related to her diabetic neuropathy as well. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinence because of shortness of breath she has wear a diaper and definitely requires help with ADL and is able to live where she lives and able stay alive because of the help of the hospice aide and nurses.
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
