HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Muck is a 35-year-old woman who comes in today for evaluation of leg pain, off-and-on leg swelling on the left side, dizziness, headache, facial pain, fatigue, tiredness, status post weight loss surgery; since 2021, not receiving any B12 supplementation. This is a 35-year-old woman, married, has one child, lives in Tarkington, Texas.
She does not smoke. She does not drink on regular basis. She had a very successful gastric sleeve in 2021, where she lost 160 pounds.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No hyperlipidemia. No diabetes. No high blood pressure. She has been checked for B12 because of her symptoms.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Breast augmentation, gastric sleeve surgery, cholecystectomy, and multiple leg surgeries and tib-fib fracture all on the left side.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: No cancer. No stroke. No high blood pressure, but grandparents have had high blood pressure and strokes history in the past.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. She works for Insperity, which is HR company here in Houston, Texas.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 161 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 97.8. Respiratory rate 20. Pulse 95. Blood pressure 111/66.
HEENT: TMs are red. Oral mucosa without any lesion. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi, otherwise clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Slight tenderness over the epigastric area most likely related to postnasal drips.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Strep negative.
2. She has had history of strep in the past.
3. Facial pain.

4. Sinusitis.

5. Amoxil 500 mg t.i.d.

6. Decadron 8 mg now.

7. History of leg pain status post left leg fracture status post multiple surgeries. The edema and the pain are most likely related to previous surgery and disruption of the lymphatic flow. There is no DVT or PVD noted in either leg.
8. Headache.
9. Vertigo. Because of her vertigo, we looked at her carotid ultrasound, which was within normal limits.

10. Fatigue, with the 160-pound weight loss, gastric sleeve surgery, check B12, check TSH. Check kidney function and liver function and potassium.

11. Facial pain.
12. She has copious amount of lymphadenopathy in her throat consistent with sinusitis/pharyngitis.

13. We will call the patient with the results of the blood work.
14. No other treatment plans were given today except for what was mentioned above. The patient was given ample time to ask questions before leaving my office.
