Mr. Jones is a 95-year-old gentleman with hospice diagnosis of congestive heart failure; he belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV now with increased shortness of breath at rest. He also has COPD, confusion, low ejection fraction, and atrial fibrillation. He has a pacemaker in place. Because of his dementia, he has FAST score of 6E. His L-MAC remains at 30 cm today. He is O2 dependent. His O2 saturation was at 92% without oxygen, but most of the time he wears his oxygen when he is in bed. His atrial fibrillation appears to be rate controlled with his pacemaker and help of amiodarone on board. He also has a history of stage III renal insufficiency with a GFR of less than 50. He is oriented to person only today. He has a PPS score of 40%. He is very much bowel and bladder incontinent and requires help with all ADL. The patient has severe muscle wasting in the lower extremity. The patient continues to show weight loss with decreased appetite; he has childlike appetite with eating about 30-40% of his food at this time. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.

ADDENDUM: The patient’s daughter, Linda Jones, calls me and states that her father’s blood pressure was elevated today because he was not taking his blood pressure medication. His blood pressure was 160/110. He is now on losartan, Norvasc and Coreg, and he is taking and now it is 130/74. I thanked her for letting us know.
