Dear Dr. Strom:

This is a followup for Sandra with cadaveric renal transplant in 2021 and ANCA positive vasculitis.  Last visit in January.  Social issues.  Daughter and granddaughters have moved out of the area and that is causing depression.  She takes her transplant medicines.
Review of System:  I did an extensive review of system presently no major issues.  She is not smoking any more.  Minimal wheezes and dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Minimal edema.  No oxygen.  No CPAP machine.
Medications:  She is compliant with transplant medications, which includes tacro, Myfortic and prednisone, edema probably explained by the nifedipine.  They mentioned Coumadin from prior pulmonary emboli.
Physical Examination:  Present weight is stable 176 and blood pressure 140/80.  Distant clear lungs.  No pleural effusion or wheezing.  No arrhythmia.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries October, mild degree of anemia.  Normal cell count.  Normal kidney function.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  Renal transplant cadaveric type.  Normal kidney function.  Continue present high risk medications.  Tacrolimus is therapeutic.  All chemistries are stable.  Continue anticoagulation, history of DVT and pulmonary embolism.  Off smoking.  No major respiratory symptoms.  Social situation as indicated above.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  No recurrence of ANCA positive vasculitis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
