Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Johnson comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She was diagnosed with a cone-rod dystrophy at the University of Michigan. She states that she currently works part-time as a parts inspector for the automobile industry. She states that she is able to work only because she has help from her co-workers and she has software that gives her audio cues and makes print very large. She is unable to see small and moderate sized print. She is unable to distinguish between small objects. She is unable to operate a motor vehicle. She has not had eye surgery. She does not use eye drops. She has a history of occlusive vasculitis. She gets weekly CellCept injections.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is hand motions only on the right side and 20/800 on the left side. This is with a spectacle correction of –3.00 sphere on both sides. The near acuity with and without correction measures hand motions only on the right and 20/200 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally round and reactive. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 10 on the right and 11 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows diffuse pigment atrophy on both sides. There is significant pallor to each optic nerve head. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.5 on the right and 0.6 on the left. There are bone spicules and sclerotic vessels on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic Goldman-type test with a III4e stimulus with correction and with acceptable reliability shows a loss of fixation on both sides. This is consistent with the central vision loss that is typical of her eye disease and very consistent with the Humphrey 30-2 visual field that was done with Dr. Fifield on August 28, 2023.
Assessment:
1. Cone-rod dystrophy, bilateral.
2. Optic atrophy and vasculitis.
3. Myopia.

Ms. Johnson has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuities and visual fields. In particular, she has a significant loss of central visual field that is consistent with her retinal disease. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment.
