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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was involved in traumatic brain injury that was in 2012. The patient was sitting inside of a Humvee military truck.  She was not driving.  She was in Afghanistan. The Humvee suddenly had an IED explosion.  The patient tells me that the shockwave made her dizzy and confused.  However, she did not lose consciousness.  She has some concentration difficulty but then she continued on fighting.  There is no loss of consciousness.

In 2015 and 2016, the patient was also in patrol cars.  The patient tells me that she had again had multiple IED explosions near her car.  She tells me most of these IED explosions did not cause loss of consciousness.  She remembers she had one loss of consciousness in her patrol car.  She does not know how long she was out of consciousness.  She thinks it is a brief moment.  When she woke up, the patient was able to continue to patrol.

The patient tells me that since this injury, the patient had short term memory loss.   The patient had poor naming. The patient was diagnosed to have attention deficit, which is making have these types of symptoms.  The patient tells me that she has irritability, brain fog, and lack of emotions.

It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  The events that she describes do not believe there are severe enough to cause traumatic brain injury.
