HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that in 2023, the patient was doing physical training.  The patient was running an obstacle course.  When she got up she was getting up against the wall, she got up to the highest point on the wall and fell backward.  She fell back and landed on to the back of the head.  The patient had medial loss of consciousness.  The patient hit the back of the head very hard.  When she woke up, she was confused and disoriented with severe headache.

Since then the patient had headaches, dizziness, and memory loss.  The patient had difficulty concentration and focus.  The patient has trouble balancing.  The patient also has difficulty with the headaches.

The patient apparently is staying in the army.  The patient is management coordinator.  The patient tells me that her memory is significantly affecting her job.  She is not able to concentrate, she is not able to focus, and forget her task duties.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  She falls from an obstacles course from highest point in the wall and fell back and hit the back of the head.  She had immediate loss of consciousness and woke up with a severe pain and headache.  I believe that all these signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
