Dear Dr. Li:

This is a followup for Dennis with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit April.  No hospital visit.  Morbid obesity.  Stable weight.  No vomiting, diarrhea or bleeding.  Hard of hearing.  Denies incontinent of urine or infection.  No changes of volume.  Stable edema stasis, no ulcers.  Not very active, uses a walker.  No fall.  Physical therapy once a week.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen or inhalers.  Not using the CPAP machine.  Sleeps in a chair about 45 degrees.
Review of Systems:  Negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Coreg, Lasix, Aldactone, metolazone and potassium replacement.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 100/73.  Distant breath sounds.  Distant heart tones.  Morbid obesity.  No tenderness.  2+ edema.  Bilateral knee replacement.  Hard of hearing.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries, no anemia.  Creatinine 2.7 progressive overtime representing a GFR 23 stage IV.  High calcium 10.9 to stop calcium and vitamin D.  Next blood test PTH and vitamin D25 and 125.  Minor low sodium.  Normal potassium.  Upper bicarbonate.  Phosphorus less than 4.8.  Normal albumin.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV progressive.  No indication for dialysis.  Underlying diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  No recent imaging.  Update kidney ultrasound postvoid bladder a component of hypercalcemia.  Discontinue calcium and vitamin D.  Check PTH and vitamin D levels.  Low sodium represents free water balance.  Continue present diuretic two of them and Aldactone.  Underlying congestive heart failure predominance of right-sided, not using the CPAP or BiPAP machine.  No need for EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back in four to six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
