Taylor Wynn was seen in the office recently for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Essential hypertension.

She is currently on insulin pump, iLet Beta Bionics, and appears to be doing much better in the evening. Although, she still has high blood sugar after meals.

Otherwise, she has no specific complaints.

Past history as noted.

Social History: She occasionally smokes and drinks alcohol.

Family history is positive for diabetes in different first-degree relatives.

Current Medications: Insulin by the pump, labetalol 300 mg twice daily, rosuvastatin 5 mg daily, and triamcinolone cream as needed.

General review is unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 116/84, weight 230 pounds, and pulse is 70 per minute. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

The insulin pump has been reviewed and adjustments made based on the readings. Occasional hypoglycemic reactions are noted this was addressed.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with hyperglycemia, dyslipidemia, hypertension, obesity, or occasional hyperglycemia.

The insulin pump, which was attached was downloaded here in detail and minor changes made in regards to the treatment of hypoglycemia.

Followup visit in six months time advised.
