The patient presents with history of nauseous, vomiting around 10 times today, for the past couple of days, describes moderate to severe bitemporal headache.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in moderate degree of distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Meningismus signs with stiff neck and nuchal rigidity. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Otherwise, within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had flu, strep and COVID testing, which were all negative.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Headache with possible meningitis.
PLAN: Because of stiff neck, possibility of meningitis, the patient was referred to Texas Children’s Hospital where pediatrician attends. Mother is to take him as soon her way to hospital for further evaluation.
