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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in February 2012, the patient was in Afghanistan.  The patient tells me that he was in a military vehicle.  He was inside front passenger.  He tells me that the vehicle hit an IED.  There was an explosion and blast.  The patient tells me that he did not hit the head.  He tells me that he was restrained inside the vehicle.  He tells me that his head did not hit anything.  However, the blast and explosion and the shockwave, caused him to have loss of consciousness for about a few seconds, approximately five seconds.  The patient tells me that he continued on his mission.
The patient tells me that in 2012, the patient was also in Afghanistan base.  The patient tells me that while he was in the base, they were under constant mortar attack.  The patient was under attacks by motors and rockets.  There were gunfire.  The patient tells me that he did not have any head injury.  There is no physical injury to his head.  However, he tells me that the constant blast and explosion caused him to have headaches.  Denies any loss of consciousness from these blast explosions in the base.

The patient tells me that he has constant headaches, difficulty concentrate, and focus.  The patient has memory lapses.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient has ringing in the ears.  The patient was also diagnosed with PTSD.  He tells me that he is getting treatment for the PTSD.

The patient tells me that he is currently not working.  He tells me that his headache, concentration difficulties effecting his work.  The patient has ringing in the ears.  The patient also has memory loss and he is not able to work.

It is my medical opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  It is my medical opinion that the ID explosion when he was in the -military vehicle was not severe enough to cause traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he was inside of the military vehicle in the front passenger seat.  He tells me that there was no physical injury to his head.  The patient tells me that he was trapped in with seat belt in his military vehicle.  He did not have any physical trauma to his head.  It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury from that.  The patient tells me that there were many motor attacks, rocket explosions at  his base in Afghanistan.  Again, the patient tells me that he did not have any physical injury to his head.  There is no loss of consciousness.  It is my opinion that they did not sustain traumatic brain injury from that.

His current symptoms of difficulty concentrate, memory poor, memory lapses, are likely signs and symptoms from his PTSD.  He is being treated for PTSD.  I believe majority of his symptoms are related to his PTSD.
