CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for left-sided hip pain and low back pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient went for MRI and was claustrophobic and MRI was postponed.
The patient has significant pain in the left hip especially upon exertion and after 40 to 50 steps the patient gets intense pain in the left hip radiates to right and he is undergoing physical therapy with some relief and also pain medications are helping.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or stomach pain.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Unremarkable.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema; however, the patient has significant tenderness of the left hip joint and weightbearing is most painful.

Lumbar spine examination reveals soft tissue tenderness of the lumbar spine and the patient ambulates with slow gait.
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
