CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of rash on the right leg and mild left knee pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that the rash started five to six days ago when he had a hot water bath. After that he has mild itching, but it continued to bother him. There is no abscess formation.

The patient has left knee pain on and off and better now since he is doing stretching exercise.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, nausea, or vomiting.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Left knee examination reveals no significant tenderness. Sometimes weightbearing is painful.

SKIN: Examination of the right leg shows few rashes without any significant redness or tenderness.
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
