The patient states this has been going on for approximately one month, but came in today because said the rash is spreading and said the night rash is very itchy. He indicated that he has been playing with the family dog more often than usual and noticed symptoms after. Denies shortness of breath. Denies tightness in his throat or tightness in his chest.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 140/86.

Pulse 67.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: No respiratory distress. No use of accessory muscles.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

SKIN: On his left thigh and lateral surface well-circumscribed clearly outline borders macule with central clearing and scaly surface. Lesion blanches. No excoriation. No vesicles. No bullae. No burrows.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Rash-unspecified skin eruption.

2. Tinea corporis.

3. Pruritus.
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PLAN: The patient was given the following medications:
1. Nystatin 100,000 units/gram creamy apply cream b.i.d. for 14 days #60 grams.

2. Atarax 25 mg one p.o. twice daily for 30 days #60.

3. Ketoconazole 200 mg tab one p.o daily for 30 days #30.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
