Dear Dr. Powers:

This is a followup for William with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in May.  Denies hospital emergency room.  I did an extensive review of systems for the most part is negative.  Does have severe neuropathy bilateral feet up to the middle legs without any ulcers, claudication or discolor of the toes.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Beta-blockers, combination of Januvia, metformin and cholesterol.  Denies antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Weight 150 stable and blood pressure 128/60.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No gross edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from November, creatinine 1.17 he has been as high as 1.7 and present GFR will be upper 50s or lower 60s.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III or better, stable.  No progression, if anything better.  No symptoms of uremia.  Potassium in the upper side does not require treatment.  Normal sodium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No phosphorus binders.  Close to normal hemoglobin.  All chemistries kidney disease is stable.  Continue present medications.  Come back in 6 to 9 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
