HISTORY: This is a 36-year-old gentleman here for a followup.

Mr. Ivan suffered a laceration on 10/31/2025 he received four sutures. He is here to have these sutures removed and to have wound checked and cared. He reports some numbness in the distal surface of his digit. He states that during the anesthesia process, he felt a funny sensation and think that is responsible for the numbness at the tip of his finger. 
The patient advised me that his tetanus is not up-to-date. He was offered a tetanus injection and he declined.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 125/77.

Pulse 50.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.8.

LEFT MIDDLE FINGER: Suture site is well healed. No evidence of secondary infection. He has full range of motion of his DIPJ, MIPJ. Capillary refill less than 2 seconds. He has decreased sensation in the region of tuff/volar surface of his distal digit. No tenderness to palpation. No fluctuance. No bleeding or discharge.
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ASSESSMENT: Status post finger laceration 10 days, doing much better, here for suture removal.

PROCEDURE: Suture removal. I explained to the patient the procedure. He states he understands and advised me verbally to proceed. Using a #11 blade and forceps, three sutures were removed. 
He states he denies having pain. Denies need for pain medication.

He was given the opportunity to ask question and he states he has none.
