HISTORY: This is a 54-year-old gentleman here for surgical clearance.
Mr. Stevens has a history of cutaneous abscess of his right foot. He is scheduled to have the lesion surgically corrected and is here for presurgical evaluation and clearance. He indicated that approximately one month ago he had partial surgical amputation of his fourth digit secondary to osteomyelitis and is currently taking IV antibiotics, which he administers himself at home. He stated he was recently advised he had a cutaneous abscess which needs to be addressed surgically and he is here for clearance.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, hypothyroidism, hypercholesterolemia and obesity.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Amputation of his toe, hernia repair and carpal tunnel release.
MEDICATIONS:
1. Mounjaro.
2. Levothyroxine.
3. Losartan.
4. Rosuvastatin.

5. Farxiga.

6. Tresiba.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use. He stated he was a smoker, but no longer does.
FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension and diabetes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 150/89.

Pulse is 95.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.0.
Weight is 250 pounds.
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HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral cyanosis. There is localized edema of his right foot with some localized erythema at the site of his recent surgery. The site is not tender to touch. There is no bleeding or discharge. Sutures are in good repair.
NEURO: He is alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Surgical clearance.
2. Cutaneous abscess.
PLAN: Today, we did EKG. EKG demonstrated left axis deviation, sinus rhythm. No ST segment elevation. No Q-waves demonstrated. No P-wave inversion. No T-wave inversion.

Labs were drawn today. Labs include CBC, CMP, PT, PTT and INR.

The patient was advised that the labs are pending and, once those results are available, if it is all normal, it will be faxed to the specialist who will be providing his procedure; if not, he will be called in for more tests. He states he understands.

He was given the opportunities to ask questions and he states he has none.
