Dear Sir:

This 85-year-old male was seen a week ago. He has anemia secondary to chronic kidney disease. His hemoglobin when we checked was 8.5 and it was actually 6.9 prior to two units of blood transfusion. The patient has multiple medical problems including history of cardiac ablation, history of pacemaker, history of mitral valve annuloplasty, and history of tricuspid valve replacement as well as aortic valve replacement. He also has chronic coronary artery disease and subsequent chronic kidney disease. His creatinine has been high as well. So, the patient was given Procrit last week 40,000 units subQ and he is here for again similar problem today so we will go ahead and give him 40,000 units of Procrit and we will see him in one week. We will check CBC then.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia secondary to chronic kidney disease.

2. CHF and coronary artery disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Procrit 40,000 units every week for next few weeks until hemoglobin is stabilized around 10.
