This is an 86-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s disease and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient has had tremendous amount of weight loss. She is eating very little. She is confused. She has a PPS of 40%. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent. She has FAST score of 7C consistent with severe endstage dementia. The patient is non-responsive. The patient apparently has lost over 10 pounds in the past 12 months. She also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient requires turning every two hours. She is only tolerating sips of liquid and small bites of puréed diet. The patient required morphine and lorazepam for comfort measures around the clock. Overall, prognosis is quite poor, most likely has weeks to live given the natural progression of her disease. She remains hospice appropriate.
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
