REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Occasional discomfort, left medial knee.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: 1+ tenderness to LS junction. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Extremities: 1+ tenderness to the right lateral knee with full range of motion.

IMPRESSION: Followup of left knee injury and back injury/sprain.
PLAN: Referred to back surgeon, possible repeat MRI per his evaluation. Follow up in one month. Refilled Robaxin.
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
