PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Slight epigastric and lower abdominal tenderness without guarding left lower quadrant greater than right without evidence of appendicitis.

The patient had UA and urine culture.
IMPRESSION: Pyuria and gastroenteritis viral and stress reaction.

PLAN: C&S of urine obtained. Given prescription for Zofran if needed.
